If your child has been diagnosed with COVID-19 but does not have any symptoms, the child should remain out of
school until 10 days have passed since the date of their first positive COVID-19 diagnostic test, assuming the child has
not subsequently developed symptoms since the positive COVID-19 test.

If your child has been determined to have been in close contact with someone diagnosed with COVID-19, the child
should remain out of school for 14 days since the last known date of contact unless the child tests positive. In which
case, criteria above would apply. The child must complete the full 14-day quarantine even if the child tests negative.
