GRADING FOR THE FOR 2019-2020 SCHOOL YEAR

e Students in grades K-5 will not receive a final grade.

e Instead of a final grade, teachers will provide year-end feedback to
students/parents for the 2019-2020 academic year. The feedback about the
standards covered in the North Carolina Standard Course of Study will be
categorized in one of three ways: Needs Improvement (N), Met (M), or
Progressing (P).

e Teachers will document a student’s strengths and needs from an academic and
social/emotional perspective to ensure an effective transition from the “Gaston
At Home” remote learning during the spring 2020 semester to the 2020-2021
academic year. Feedback will be added to the comment section of a student’s
report card.
