2. Students submit the pre-application including financial information to their school counselors by the specified deadline.  The student transcript should be included with the application.  
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]The school scholarship committee will select one school nominee to represent the school and will forward the school nominee to the Gaston County Schools Scholarship Coordinator Dr. Ami Parker by January 22, 2019.
4. Two finalists will be selected by a district committee to represent Gaston County Schools. 
5. The district nominees will receive an e-mail message from the Foundation For The Carolinas instructing them how to complete the district nominee application form by application deadline.  District nominees will be required to submit three recommendation forms from non-related adults such as teachers, coach, employers, etc. as part of the finalist application process. 
 
Requirements 
· Must have 2.5 GPA Have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.5 (on a 4.0 scale).
· Must be a legal resident of Gaston, Iredell, Mecklenburg, Rowan or Wilkes County, North Carolina
· Must demonstrate substantial need for financial assistance. 
· Must have a SAT or ACT score that is equal to or greater than the state average (new requirement for this year)
· Complete all pages of this form to illustrate leadership, excellence of character, integrity, & community involvement. 
· Submit a copy of School Aid report from completed FAFSA application (new for pre-application this year)
 
Selection Criteria 
The Dimmette Scholarship Fund was established to assist students who” fall between the cracks” of traditional financial aid programs.  The committee will consider the following when selecting recipients: 
1. Financial need as determined by the costs of college attendance compared with an applicant’s household income and other financial factors.  
2. Prior academic achievement including grade point average, curriculum and performance on tests designed to measure preparation and ability for postsecondary study.  (Preference is given to students who have scored equal to or greater than the state average on the SAT and/or ACT). 
3. School and community involvement and personal achievements. 
4. Preference is given to students whose parents do not have a college degree.
